The new website can be found at www.ugaextension.com/lumpkin. A lot of useful information and publications are posted there for your use. Best of all, the website is open for business when our office is not. In fact, our computer experts at UGA tell me that the busiest time for our website is 10:00 p.m. Sunday night. If you need to stop by our office in person, you can find directions and a map on the website. There are also links to our major program areas: Agriculture & Natural Resources, 4-H & Youth, Family & Consumer Sciences, and helpful contact information. The news and events section announced upcoming classes and 4-H Club events. You can also find frequently requested information on things like the Hemlock Woolly Adelgid, Drought management, rain barrels and more.

If you click on the link to Agriculture & Natural Resources you will find information that will be helpful to farmers and gardeners. Many of my old columns are posted for reference. Issues of many Extension special interest newsletters are also posted. Cattle owners will find the weekly report on livestock prices or “Market Watch” newsletter posted on-line. If you are interested in some of our laboratory testing services you can access this information as well.


One of the most popular features is the link to our Extension publications. If you want to learn about lawn management, pruning practices, care for ornamentals, or management of fish ponds, you will find publications on these topics and many more available. Then, you can simply print them out in the comfort of your own home.

There are also links to the Georgia Department of Agriculture, The Georgia Department of Natural Resources, and The Farmers and Consumers Market Bulletin. If you need a pest control recommendation (including some organic options) you will find them in the Georgia Pest Management Handbook which is also posted on our site. Pesticide applicators will find a link to the Georgia Department of Agriculture Entomology and Pesticide Division so that they can check the status of their applicator’s license on-line.


Parents and youngsters will want to visit the 4-H and Youth pages of our website. There you will find information about joining the local 4-H Club and upcoming contests and events. Helpful forms and registration materials are posted there as well. The Family and Consumer Sciences pages provide information about diet, diabetes, childhood development and other important topics. There are links to the publications of the UGA Extension Family and Consumer Sciences Department.
