
Clay pot cleaner: Vinegar will remove calcium build-up on terra cotta pots.  Simply soak with full strength vinegar.
Kill grass:  Spray undiluted vinegar and kill grass between bricks and sidewalk cracks.
Kill weeds: Spray full strength vinegar on weds — but be careful not to spray on the surrounding grass.
Deter ants: Spray vinegar around doors, appliances, and along other areas where you know ants gather.
Keeps cats away: Sprinkle vinegar around areas where you don’t want cats walking, sleeping, or scratching.
Freshen cut flowers: Add 2 tablespoons of vinegar and 1 teaspoon of sugar for each quart of water.
Make yourself unattractive to mosquitoes: Drink a couple of spoonfuls a day to keep mosquitoes away.  The insects find you perspiration unpleasant.
Help your azaleas bloom: Add a  couple of teaspoons to two cups of water and pour around your azaleas during flowering season.
Sanitize outdoor furniture:  Pour some on a rag and wipe over the furniture.  It’s great if your furniture has become a perch for birds and small animals.
Remove berry stains: To remove tough berry stains from your hands, pour a little vinegar on your hands before washing. 
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
